PowerPoint Slides Format (six pages only):


· Title page:  includes your purpose and pictures
· Biomimicry examples: one slides for each example that includes unique creation facts and benefits
· Summary slide:  Draws your conclusion based on your facts and includes your Bible verse
· Special note: You will include all of your presentation notes in the “notes” view of Powerpoint. This is an important tool to learn and use. I will assist you with how to use this tool.  All presentations must have your notes using this tool.
